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Seven Stars and Seven Golden Lampstands. 
 

 
 
 Revelation 1:16: In his right hand he held seven stars, from his mouth came a sharp two-

edged sword, and his face was like the sun shining in full strength. 
 
 Revelation 1:20: As for the mystery of the seven stars that you saw in my right hand, and 

the seven golden lampstands, the seven stars are the angels of the seven churches, and the 
seven lampstands are the seven churches.  

 
The seven stars: are the angels of the seven churches, and signify, 
authority and light shining in darkness, and are emblems of the ministers 
of the seven churches, we know this, because we are told Jesus upholds 
them in his right hand (Rev. 2:1), and by extension, guides and supports, 
them, and it is by his authority they bring his light into this world of 
darkness.  
 
The seven golden lampstands: are the following seven churches that 
Jesus walks amongst (Rev. 2:1): 
 
1. The church in Ephesus. (Rev. 2:1). 
 
2. The church in Smyrna. (Rev. 2:8). 
 
3. The church in Pergamum. (Rev. 2:12). 
 
4. The angel of the church in Thyatira. (Rev. 2:18). 
 
5. The angel of the church in Sardis. (Rev. 3:1). 
 
6. The church in Philadelphia. (Rev. 3:7). 
 
7. The church in Laodicea. (Rev. 3:14). 
 
The words, Jesus walks amongst the seven churches, carry the idea; he 
is with his people, by his word, his presence, and his love and is guiding, 
and watching his people. The Lord Jesus Christ, is the perfect Saviour of 
all who are devoted and committed to faithfully follow him, and as their 
perfect elder brother will: 
 

 Open their eyes to any form of spiritual blindness. 
 

 Guide them by his word, and with wisdom. 
 

 Save them by his righteousness, and cleanse them of sin. 
 

 Comfort their hearts and minds, and save them to eternal life. 
 

 Forever supply his love, and his grace to those who faithfully seek him 
and walk with him in love. 
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
